Dear Parent/Carer,

Following another communication from Cheshire East Local Authority regarding Covid-19, I am writing to share some information.

Cheshire East case numbers continue to rise and the rate for 12-16 year olds is around 253/100,000.

As a result, the Cheshire East team have worked with regional and national leads to provide a range of additional asymptomatic PCR testing.

Crewe is one of the largest hotspots for cases and a local testing site has been set up to test for those without symptoms.  PCR testing is daily between 08:00 – 20:00 and is located at:

If the number of cases within a school increases, then mobile testing visits may be brought into school as a response.

This may be for a whole year group or specific groups of students and will be in addition to the home testing.  We may also re-establish our own testing bays to support testing.

Please ensure that students continue to test on Monday’s and Thursday’s and report the results to support in keeping our school community safe.

A positive test (LFT or PCR) means that you should isolate along with the household for 10 days.
